Substitute teaching is a rewarding and challenging experience.
Substituting when a regular teacher is absent can also be a difficult
situation. Above all, it is an important role, particularly to the students the
substitute will be teaching. The work in the classroom should go on with as
little interruption as possible in the learning activities of the students. This
can be done through the services of qualified and capable substitute
teachers who are ready to step into the classroom at a moment’s notice. In
so doing, they render a very important service to the children, the teachers,
the school, and the community.

This handbook has been prepared to assist each substitute teacher
with some of the questions that arise in regard to the daily assignments
received. One small handbook cannot possibly give all the answers for each
of the many schools and teaching situations. Each substitute teacher is
therefore urged to ask the principal and regular teachers about specific
matters, which concern that particular day’s assignment.

We hope that this handbook will help make the task of substitute
teachers a little easier; that the information it provides will be found
valuable; that it will answer most pertinent questions; and that it will
enable substitute teachers to approach their assignment with increased
confidence.

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SUBSTITUTE TEACHER REQUIREMENTS
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Teacher Certification

To serve as a substitute teacher, a person must hold a valid Illinois teaching
certificate, which may be a provisional substitute teacher certificate registered with Kane
County Regional Office of Education.

A person qualifies for an Illinois teaching certificate by completing the course
requirements (including general education, professional education, and specific teaching
subject areas) and successfully completing the required certification examinations.

A person qualifies for a substitute teacher certificate by completing the necessary
course work requirements for a bachelor’s degree from a recognized college or
university.

If your certificate has expired you will need to register your certificate for the
current school year with the Kane County Regional Office of Education in Geneva.

Your certificate should be renewed as soon as possible so that it will be up-to-date
when school opens in the fall. A copy of both the front and back of your certificate must
be submitted after the expiration.

Tuberculosis Examination

We must have a report of a Mantoux Tuberculosis Test from any first year
substitute in the District before he/she can be placed on the Substitute List.

Your record of a TB exam must be updated every five years.

Transcripts of Credit

The State of Illinois requires that we have a transcript of grades on file for all
certified personnel, including substitute teachers. Therefore, we are requesting a
transcript from each college/university you attended (copy or original) if you do not
already have one on file in our office.
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SUBSTITUTE DEFINITION

Daily Substitutes are called on a daily, as needed, basis.* They are considered

temporary employees and are termed at the end of the school year with reasonable
assurance for rehire for the next school year. Daily Substitutes are not eligible for
any benefits.

You will not be paid for a
non-attendance day due to an emergency school closing, scheduled closing, or holiday even if
the teacher mistakenly puts the absence in the SubFinder system.

Note: Daily Substitutes who sub in a Teacher’ s Assistant position will get the hourly
TA rate of pay. Daily Substitutes doing a long-term assignment as a Teacher’s
Assistant will not be eligible for a higher rate of pay.
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SALARY PROVISIONS

Y ou will receive your payroll check in the U.S. mail (unless you have opted for
Direct Deposit) on the fifteenth and the last working day of each month. Cut-off dates
will be the last day and the fifteenth of each month. Therefore, if you substitute from the
first of the month to the fifteenth, you will be paid at the end of the month. If you
substitute from the sixteenth of the month until the end of the month, you will be paid on
the fifteenth of the following month. There is a two (2) week lapse between the date of
your check and you last working day.

There are two exceptions to the above payroll cut-off date guidelines. The end of
the month check for December and the June 15" check have early cut-off dates.
Teaching staff receives checks on an earlier date for these payroll periods necessitating
earlier deadlines for all personnel.

Checks are issued only for the number of entries submitted to the Payroll Office
from the schools. If you have gquestions about your paycheck, call the Payroll Office, at
847.289.2177.

Substitute teachers are hired on a daily as needed basis and are currently paid at
the rate of $90.00 per day, with TRS being paid by the district. A substitute teacher must
teach more that one-half of the teaching/instructional time in the school day to receive a
full day’s pay. If asubstitute teacher is asked to substitute for ateacher assistant (in a
specia classroom situation where ateacher assistant must be present and/or in situations
where no substitute teacher assistant can be obtained) the rate of pay shall be the regular
substitute teacher’ s rate of pay ($90.00)
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I mportant:
If a substitute shows up for an assignment and finds they are not needed due to

cancellation or other circumstances (to be corroborated by the SubFinder system) the
substitute will be paid for %2 day. However, if another assignment is found for the
substitute and they refuse the assignment, the sub forfeits the 2 day pay.
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DISTRICT’S EXPECTATIONS OF A SUBSTITUTE TEACHER

OTHER

1. DO NOT DISCUSS PERSONAL OR CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION
WITH THE STUDENTS. The Substitute should be ethical and professiona at al
times holding any material confidential or knowledge gained in a particular school
building, concerning the school’s (i.e.: pupils, parents, teachers, principal, etc.)

2. If your assignment is going to be for more than one day, you should try to contact the
regular teacher if possible. If you have been notified in advance, attempt to contact
the regular teacher.

3. Maintain afile of ideas and aids in your teaching area.

4. Substitute teachers have the responsibility to maintain a high standard of dress and
grooming. This standard of dress should serve as an example for the students to
emulate. It isexpected that substitute teachers will adopt a code of dress
commensurate with their professional status. Novelty T-shirts and jeans are not
acceptable dress for school day working hours. Athletic (sports) attire is acceptable
for teachers assigned to teach P.E. classes.

5. Itisthe substitute teacher’ s responsibility to know when schools are not in session.
Y ou can request a school calendar or find it online at www.u-46.0rg . The district
makes every effort to notify employees, parents, and substitutes of snow days or
school closings for other reasons. Y ou can sign up to get e-mailsfor this purpose
from our website or make sure you are on the ConnectED to get phone messages
about school closings by calling or e-mailing the IS department help desk
847.888.5000 x4295 or helpdesk@u-46.0rg.

6. IMPORTANT: Some thingsin the classroom setting are
not appropriate and for the students’ protection (as well
as your own) we ask that you do NOT take pictures of the
children, do NOT bring food, snacks or other treatsto
the children and do NOT touch the children unlessitis
an emergency or a matter of administrating first aid to
the child.
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DISTRICT’S EXPECTATIONS OF A SUBSTITUTE TEACHER

8. Onleaving, check al equipment. Make sure grade books and other records are
returned to their proper places and secured. Materials are to be returned to the office
especidly if various rooms have been used.

9. Thetype of housekeeping expected of regular teacherswill be expected of substitute
teachers (i.e.: windows shut and locked, lights out, etc.) Please leave the classroom in
the condition in which you found it...or better!

10. Do not release students from classes, study halls, etc., until the designated time.

11. Do not send any children home for any reason. Send Children who may need to be
sent home to the office.

12. Send achild whoiisill or injured to the office or school nurse. If a child experiences
ANY type of head injury, be sure to communicate extent of injury to the office. All
accidents must be reported to the office immediately.

13. Do not write student passes unless the regular teacher has left instructions.

14. Do not attempt any procedure for which you are not qualified. Do not compromise the
safety and welfare of the child.

15. Follow the lesson plans as left by the teacher. It isimportant that the lesson plans be
followed to insure that the coursework for the students stays on schedule.

16. No cell phones. Please do not use cell phones in the classrooms or around the students.
Especially at the middle and high school level the students are not allowed to use their
cell phones, so please respect the school rules by not using yours around the students.
Y ou will have to use cell phones during breaks or lunchtime in the teacher’ s lounge,
outside the building, or other designated areas. If you have an emergency situation let
the main office know.

LEAVING THE BUILDING

1. Leave a note to the classroom teacher about work completed, and any problems
that might have occurred or even if you had a great day! The teachers|ook for
feedback from substo see how the day went and how their classes behaved.

If desired, leave some sort of room evaluation.

2. If you need to leave the building for any reason, you must let the Principal and
the main office know when you leave and when you return.

4. Substitute teachers can and will be evaluated at any time during their subbing
assignments. All evaluations are sent to the Human Resources Department.
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NURSE’S NOTES FOR SUBSTITUTE TEACHERS

Nursing services are available for all U-46 students. However, due to staffing
constraints, nurses often have severa buildings within their assignment.
Thereisanurse's schedule available in each building.

Some basic rules that we follow in regard to children’s health are:

1. Only designated and in-serviced personnel perform first aid for injuries which
require more than cleansing and bandaging. There are usually bandages
available in the classroom.

2. Body fluids (blood, vomitus, etc.) are cleaned by trained custodians to avoid
contamination.

3. For bleeding (noses, cuts, abrasions), remember to protect yourself with the
use of rubber gloves and hand washing or better still, have the injured person
apply pressure, cleanse, or bandage him or herself.

4, A health concerns list which identifies student conditions which may have
significance in a classroom is available in individual teacher’s sub folder or
lesson plan book.

Acquiring substitutes on SubFinder:

1. Teachers will report absences on SubFinder as soon as they know they will be
gone.

2. Substitutes for the day will be notified by SubFinder between 5am and 10am or be
called for future jobs between 5pm and 10pm. Substitutes can be proactive and
log onto the computer or call the SubFinder number to look for jobs.

3. The Substitute should consult SubFinder to see if multiple days are necessary for
any of the sub positions.

4. Substitutes are to fill in for teaching positionsfirst, before being placed in other
openings.

5. In case of inclement weather please listen to the local news/weather reports about
closing of schools. If classes were cancelled in “Elgin School District U-46” you
would not report to your assignment that day.

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PROCEDURE FOR CALLING SUBSTITUTE TEACHERS

IMPORTANT:

If a substitute is “double-booked” at a school, the sub will have the
choice to leave (without %2 days pay) or to stay and work at the school (an
assignment at the principal’s or secretary’s discretion) for what would
constitute %2 a day and receive %2 days pay. If an assignment becomes
available that substitute should take the position where a substitute is
needed.

Except in emergency situations, assignments you have chosen from
SubFinder, arranged with a school secretary or subcaller need to be kept. If
you are unable to work the assignment you must contact the subcaller or
secretary for that school.

Although we make every effort to honor the assignment you have
chosen or have been assigned to, sometimes in the course of unforeseen
circumstances or emergencies we may need to switch a substitute’s
assignment for the day. While this does not happen often we appreciate the
substitutes’ cooperation and flexibility in these matters.
